   This term, all children will continue to explore early phonics through instrumental sounds, rhythm and rhyme, and oral blending and segmenting. Our older children will focus on learning Set 1 sounds from the Read Write Inc. programme. Across the term, specific focus sounds will include p, g, o, c, k, u, b, f, e, l, h, and r.
Expressive Arts and Design
This term, we’ll be introducing the children to the famous artist Henri Matisse through the story Snail Trail and looking closely at his colourful cut-out artwork, including his piece The Snail. Children will use scissors, glue, and bright paper to create their own Matisse-inspired collages, developing their fine motor skills and creativity. 




This term, we’ll be enjoying two fantastic books: Jack and the Beanstalk and The Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle. 
These much-loved stories will spark rich opportunities for storytelling, sequencing, role play, and early writing. Children will use puppets and props to retell the tales, create story maps, and take part in themed mark-making activities. We’ll also explore new vocabulary and encourage children to talk about characters, settings, and key events in the stories and early writing.



This term, children will explore 2D and 3D shapes using both informal and mathematical language (e.g., sides, corners, straight, flat, round). They will develop their number sense through subitising, touch counting, and matching quantities to numerals, with a focus on counting to 10. Children will also compare objects by size, length, weight, and capacity through practical, hands-on experiences.
Linked to The Very Hungry Caterpillar, we’ll be exploring the life cycle of a butterfly, watching caterpillars grow and change in real time. We’ll also be learning about healthy eating by talking about the foods in the story and sorting foods that are good for our bodies. Inspired by Jack and the Beanstalk, children will plant their own beans and care for them as they grow, helping them learn about the natural world and what plants need to survive. These hands-on experiences will help children develop curiosity, care, and understanding of the world around them.
Understanding the World
Personal, Social and Emotional Development
This term, we’ll be supporting the children with transitions, especially as some get ready for their exciting move to school. We’ll be using Jigsaw sessions to explore feelings, build confidence, and talk about what to expect during this next big step. To make it fun and reassuring, children will have the chance to dress up in school uniforms, role-play school routines, and take part in visits to their new classrooms. It’s all about helping them feel proud, confident, and ready for their next adventure! 
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
